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Clean and replace filters in your
heating system.

This is useful when avoiding carbon
monoxide poisoning.

Check your attic to make sure
iINnsulation is installed properly.

Make sure the vapor barrier on insulation
is face down foward the living space. If it
is insfalled incorrectly (with the vapor
barrier facing up) then the insulation will
trap moisture causing possible water
problems. Cut slits in the vapor barrier to
allow moisture to escape.

Seal up any cracks around doors
and windows.

Any cracks will release heat, making it
more expensive to warm your home.
Seal up cracks with caulk and weather
stripping to save money on your
electric bill.

A Instead of raking up leaves ouf of your
== yard, mow over them when mowing
. your lawn. This will chop them up into
pieces which will fall between the
blades of grass, nourishing your grass
over the winter months, keeping it
healthier and preventing it from dying.
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
